RORO means Roll-On/Roll-Off, where loaded trucks are directly carried by railway wagons to
their destination. RORO is an innovative means of establishing a synergistic relationship
between the railways and the roadways instead of being competitors. This service has helped
the railways to get back freight traffic which had got diverted to the road traffic.

The Railways came with the concept of RORO, which has benefitted in saving of fuel and
relief to drivers from driving in extreme conditions. Drivers get relief from driving through
ghats, undulating surfaces, narrow roads and poor road and weather conditions. This also helps
in decongestion of roads and lowering of pollution. This concept has been beneficial for both
truck operators and the railways. As per a Centre for Science and Environment study,
commercial vehicles run on outdated technology and emit excess smoke. In fact, light and
heavy trucks make up almost 30 per cent of the total particulate load, and 22 per cent of the
total nitrogen oxide load in the capital of the country.
